There is no doubt that the THE 
PLAYERS Championship has an 
impact on the local economy through-
out the week it takes place each year, 
but tournament executive director Lee 
Smith shed some light on just how 
much of an impact it is recently.

MSD in talks with county to expand 
drainage feasibility study

By Anthony Richards

Drainage is an issue for many streets 
around the Ponte Vedra Municipal Ser-
vice District, but it appears that some are 
in worse shape than others.

St. Johns County has hired Eisman & 
Russo as a consulting engineer firm, and 
they are in the midst of performing a fea-
sibility study on Ponte Vedra Boulevard.

However, MSD trustee Mickey White, 
who has been assigned to road and 
bridge issues on the board, said that he 
has reached out to the county engineer 
department in an attempt to add Solana 
Road and San Juan Drive to the study 
being performed. 

“Ponte Vedra Boulevard certainly has 
drainage problems that definitely need to 
be solved, but Solana Road and the por-

tion of San Juan (Drive) that doesn’t have 
curb and gutter, are also in the same era 
of infrastructure that is basically compro-
mised or no longer functioning properly,” 
White said. “I would like them to expand 
the feasibility study down Solana and up 
San Juan in the old sections.”

He also mentioned to Eisman & Russo 
of the impending sidewalk project that 
the details of which are getting worked 

out itself at the moment, as the two would 
logically cross paths at some point.

“We need a drainage plan that makes 
sense along with the sidewalk project,” 
White said. “What they have identified to 
me as the critical path to getting this all 
fixed is to go get a corridor survey where 
you would go through and measure the

grade as well as the width of the asphalt 
and decide where there is a manhole 
here, a pipe there and a mailbox here.”

The idea behind the approach is so 
that all the information collected can 
then be used by those working on the 
drainage project to best figure out how 
to get the water back into the ponds and 
the place to put the sidewalks to do just 
that so that the flow of water does not 
get interrupted.

White had the county use the surveyor 
they are already using, so that not only 
will it hopefully be more cohesive under 
the same umbrella of information, but 
they have also already been approved 
and vetted.

“They’re already working together, 
so I figured I’d have them just give me 

a proposal rather than reinventing the 
wheel,” White said. “I’m really happy, 
because I feel that these are our next 
steps in advancing the ball. This is a big 
picture plan.”

According to White, it would cost 
the MSD $35,000 for the predecessor 
survey activity and another $45,000 for 
the feasibility study to be conducted.

He asked his fellow trustees if they 
thought it would be something that the 
county would feel joining in on to help 
pay a portion of those costs.  

“I think it would be appropriate to 
show them (the county) what we’ve got 
and that we would love to work with 
them to get this done,” White said.

The board gave him full support to 
continue his talks with county officials 
and his continued pursuit to work with 
them to make sure the best approach is 
being considered and taken to improve 
the drainage infrastructure in the MSD.

Primrose running for state House seat

Republican Nick Primrose has filed to 
run for the District 18 state representative 
seat currently held by Rep. Cyndi Steven-
son, who is term-limited, having served 
continuously since first being elected in 
April 2015.

Primrose will face challenger Kim 
Kendall in the Aug. 20 primary election.

Describing himself as a “commonsense 
conservative,” Primrose is a former dep-
uty general counsel to Governors Rick 
Scott and Ron DeSantis. Having earned 
his law degree at Barry University, he 
worked for a time in civil law.

A St. Johns County homeowner since 
September 2021, he currently serves as 
chief of regulatory compliance with the 
Jacksonville Port Authority.

Primrose filed to run on March 1, 2023, 
and has received the endorsement of both 
Florida Chief Financial Officer Jimmy 
Patronis and U.S. Rep. Kat Cammack, 
who represents the state’s 3rd congres-
sional district.

During the Scott administration, he 
observed the former governor’s strate-
gies regarding job creation and economic 
development, as well as his response 
to several hurricanes that impacted the 
Sunshine State.

In 2018, Primrose played a role in 
Scott’s election to the U.S. Senate, help-
ing to verify the legitimacy of votes dur-
ing a largescale recount. Scott prevailed, 

having received only 10,033 votes more 
than his opponent, incumbent Sen. Bill 
Nelson.

Primrose was asked to stay on during 
the DeSantis administration, due to his 
institutional knowledge. He represented 
the state in the suspensions of then-
Broward County Sheriff Scott Israel and 
then-Okaloosa County School Superin-
tendent Mary Beth Jackson.

As general counsel for the Division 
of Emergency Management, Primrose 
helped shape the administration’s CO-
VID-19 policy, navigating the complexi-
ties of an unprecedented situation.

As a candidate, Primrose has identified 
economic opportunity, education, public 
safety — including support for law en-
forcement, environmental protection and 
land conservation among the issues upon 
which he is most closely focused.

Asked why voters should elect him, 
Primrose pointed out that the county’s 
entire legislative delegation is termed out 
this year and new people will be replac-
ing them. To this end, he emphasized his 
familiarity with the inner working of state 
government.

“I think it’s incredibly important that 
St. Johns County elects somebody that, 
day one, can go in and know how to 
introduce a bill, how the appropriation 
process works, the number of commit-
tee stops, who the agency secretaries are 
if you need to workshop something,” he 
said. “That is invaluable.”

As temperatures 

start to warm up, we 
are reminded that 
spring is almost here, 
and we are energized 
to begin tending 
to our gardens and 
landscapes! February 
is an ideal time to 

plan your spring projects and prepare for 
planting. Keep these tasks in mind:

• The U.S. Department of Agriculture 
divides the country into planting zones 
(also known as growing zones). This 
classification provides guidance for what 
plants and trees are most suited in the 
various climates across the nation. Here 
in Northeast Florida, we are part of the 
9A zone. For the most success, select 
plants that are recommended for zone 9A 
when adding to your landscape.

• Begin your spring preparations with 
a full clean-up. Clear any mounds of 
plant debris that may be in your garden 
beds, including any annuals you failed to 
remove last fall.

• February is also suitable for 
transplanting any plants or trees you’ve 
been planning to relocate. Remember to 
check for sunlight amounts in different 
parts of your yard as you move plants.

• As long as temperatures remain above 
freezing, plan for pruning in the coming 
weeks or early March. Prune plants down 

to where you see new green growth. This 
trimming will help your plants produce 
maximum growth in the next few months.

• Fertilize flowers, plants and trees 
before higher temperatures are here 
to stay. Select fertilizers specifically 
designed for your plants, palms and/
or citrus trees. Be sure to follow the 
instructions on the package.

• Prepare your lawn for the coming 
season but wait a few more weeks 
before mowing. Use warm days to 
check your irrigation system for 
broken or misdirected sprinkler heads. 
Once temperatures will remain above 
65 degrees for four to five days, it is 
important to apply a pre-emergent weed 
killer to your lawn. Note: pre-emergent 
is not a “weed and feed” fertilizer; it is 
solely a weed treatment to help control 
weeds in your lawn throughout the 
coming season. For best results, it is 
important to time this application just as 
temperatures warm up!

• Weed landscape beds and add new 
mulch to refresh the appearance of beds 

and help the plants prepare for spring. 
Mulch discourages weeds, moderates the 
soil temperature, and creates cohesion 
throughout your yard.

• Clean and update your gardening 
tools for spring projects. Purchase new 
items for planned projects and refresh 
any tools you already have. Now is also 
a good time to sharpen any tools with 
blades.

Choosing an Eagle Scout project was 

easy for local eighth-grader Will Moffett. 
He wanted to do something meaningful, 
something that he cared deeply about. 
A certified scuba diver since he was 10 
years old, he had previously volunteered 
with the Coral Restoration Foundation 
in the Keys, where he learned about 

Florida’s Coral Reef and how its once-
dominant species have become critically 
endangered.

And he knew he wanted his project to 
be part of the solution.

First, he did his research and consulted 
Jacksonville University biology and 
marine science professor Dr. Dan Mc-
Carthy. He learned about the critical role 

coral plays in protecting coastlines during 
hurricanes, providing oxygen, establish-
ing habitat for many species of fish and 
attracting tourism.

Then, with the help of about 14 other 
Boy Scouts, Will constructed 10 “trees” 
made from PVC pipe, each measuring 60 
inches in length. The “branches” of each 
tree were fiberglass rods affixed to the 
sides of the pipe.

The Coral Restoration Foundation uses 
such trees in its restoration efforts. With a 
weight at the bottom and buoy at the top 
to keep the trees properly oriented, tiny 
coral fragments are hung from the rods, 

where they grow.
“Once the corals are fully mature, they 

cut part of them off and they plant them 
on a dead coral reef using this epoxy that 
is marine-safe and won’t degrade,” Will 
said.

This process has proven successful. So 
far, the foundation has restored more than 
17,500 square meters of the reef.

Last weekend, Will and his mom took 
his completed trees to Key West, where 
they and others from the foundation trav-
eled to the offshore site for “planting.”

As part of Will’s project, he gave 
presentations to about 100 Scouts from 
other troops in Florida. The presentation 
included a slide show and a video.

“I’m really proud of him,” said mom 
Lori Moffett. “It was a heavy lift in a 
lot of ways. … He’s impacted a lot of 
people, just educating people that reefs 
are dying globally, but that there are ef-
forts underway to reverse the damage.”

In fact, informing people about the 
plight of the coral reefs is one of the 
goals of the project.

Will said scuba diving is one of his 
favorite things.

“It’s just a whole new world down 
there,” he said. “I’ve scuba-dived in the 
Bahamas, and I saw sharks in Shark 
Arena. Every 10 feet, there was a shark. 
It’s just the coolest thing ever. There’s so 
much that you don’t know until you go 
under there.”

And now, thanks to the efforts of the 
Coral Restoration Foundation and proj-
ects like Will’s, diving off Florida’s coast 
will become an ever-greater source of 
excitement and wonder.

Florida State Road A1A won’t be 
undergoing any changes in latitudes any-
time soon, but it may get a new title to 
honor singer-songwriter Jimmy Buffett.

In a cheerful and at times playful mo-
tion, House members voted unanimously 
for a bill (HB 91) to rename the thor-
oughfare “Jimmy Buffett Memorial High-
way” from its tip in Ferdinand Beach to 
Mile Marker 0 in Key West.

“This may be the most fun bill of the 
day,” said Islamorada Republican Rep. 
Jim Mooney, one of the bill’s two prime 
sponsors. “Everybody in this room’s a 
Buffett fan.”

If approved in the Senate, the mea-
sure would direct Florida Department of 
Transportation personnel to erect “suit-
able markers” for the designation across 
13 counties spanning the state’s east coast 
by Aug. 30.

A House staff analysis determined that 
installing the markers would “have an 
insignificant negative fiscal impact” on 
the state.

The A1A renaming would be especially 
meaningful in Buffett’s case; it was the 
title of his fifth studio album. He also 
referenced the road in one of the record’s 

songs called “Trying to Reason with Hur-
ricane Season.”

“(Buffett was) a poet, a writer, a musi-
cian, an environmentalist, a business-
man,” said Newberry Republican Rep. 
Chuck Clemons, the bill’s other prime 

sponsor. “While we don’t begrudge any 
other state — like, let’s say, Alabama — 
from trying to claim (him) just by acci-
dent of birth, that he was born in Mobile. 
In our minds, however, will always right-
fully be remembered as one of history’s 

greatest Floridians.”
Mooney and Clemons declined a re-

quest from Jacksonville Democratic Rep. 
Angie Nixon to commemorate the vote 
with an a cappella rendition of a Buffett 
song.

“Singing?” Mooney said. “Come Mon-
day, you’ll have that answer.”

Buffett first became a star in the 1970s 
with songs that blended country, folk and 
rock. Though he was not born in Florida, 
he became ubiquitous with the Key West 
lifestyle. His fans are called “Parrot-
heads.”

Buffett also became deeply involved 
with environmental causes in his adopted 
home state and campaigned for Demo-
cratic candidates.

After his death at 76 in early Septem-
ber following a four-year battle with skin 
cancer, Gov. Ron DeSantis ordered flags 
in Tallahassee and Key West to be flown 
at half-staff.

An identical companion bill (SB 84) by 
Senate Democratic Leader Lauren Book 
has one more committee hearing before 
heading to a floor vote. Book’s father, 
lobbyist Ron Book, was a longtime friend 
of Buffett’s.

It will be a community where future 
homeowners will be able to afford to live. 
And these residents will also add to the tax 
base.

That’s good news, but it’s only the begin-
ning.

The local Habitat is expanding its 
policy to include a greater portion of the 
workforce, those essential workers who 
historically might not have qualified and 
yet cannot afford to buy a home at today’s 
market prices. These might be teachers or 
police officers or someone else in that earn-
ing range.

But that’s not all.
In the past, the affiliate acted as the mort-

gage originator. The only revenue it realized 
from the sale of a home was the monthly 
mortgage payments sent in by the residents. 
As a result, it took a very long time to ac-
cumulate the funds to begin a new home. 
Recently, the local Habitat board adopted a 
process by which the USDA is the mortgage 
holder. That means the homeowner makes 
payments to USDA, and Habitat, at the time 

of closing, receives the entire amount for 
which the house has been appraised.

This frees up money quickly, and Habitat 
can build one or two more homes right 
away.

In the 30 years since the local affiliate 
began, Habitat has built 165 homes here.

But with this new configuration, it’s 
planning to start building 30 homes a year 
by 2028.

Still, to carry out these plans, Habitat will 
need help from the community.

Probably its top need is land.
“My dream is that we have someone 

donate or really give us a good price on 100 

acres of land that we can build on for years 
to come,” said Tom Torretta, development 
director for the local Habitat affiliate.

Beyond that, the organization always 
needs financial support. There are costs 
beyond the construction of the home.

“A lot of people don’t know that when 
you build a workforce housing develop-
ment, the infrastructure is not provided 
by the county or any other governmental 
entity,” said Malinda Everson, executive 
director for Habitat for Humanity of St. Au-
gustine/St. Johns County. “We have to pay 
for it. So, our Volusia Woods neighborhood, 
the property costs us right around $300,000; 

the infrastructure’s over $2 million.”
Writing a check is not the only way 

someone can support the organization’s 
efforts.

The affiliate can be named in one’s will 
or be made a beneficiary on a life insurance 
policy. There are multiple ways to give.

There’s also a program called car-
s4homes. Any sort of vehicle can be 
donated.

“It’s easy,” said Everson. “You just click 
a button. You put in the VIN number. They 
come get it, and we get the check.”

One thing donors should be aware of 
is that donations to Habitat for Humanity 
International do not come back to the local 
affiliate.

Of course, as always, Habitat needs vol-
unteers to help do much of the finish work 
on the homes and help with much of the 
behind-the-scenes office work.

HEY, JUDE!

First facility dog joins Wolfson Children’s 
Hospital and Family Support Services team

Specially trained service 
dog helps bring comfort 
and care to hospitalized 
patients.

 
Patients at Wolfson Children’s Hospital 

are benefiting from a new member of the 
Family Support Services care team, but 
this team member has four legs and a tail

Jude, the hospital’s first facility dog and 
founding member of “Wolfie’s Woof-
pack,” works with child life specialist 
Kara Williams to provide therapeutic in-
terventions for pediatric patients and bring 
a little joy to their hospital stay.

Williams’ role is to help kids understand 
what is happening in the hospital and to 
ease their fears through education, support 
and play. As a specially trained facility 
dog, Jude complements Williams’ efforts 
by reducing patient anxiety and motivat-
ing patients to achieve clinical goals.

Jude is not a member of the Wolf-
son Children’s Hospital Auxiliary’s Pet 
Therapy Program, which was established 
in 1995. That program provides hospital 
patients with visits from trained volun-
teers and their own dogs to help make the 
patient’s hospital stay less stressful and 
more like home.

“The volunteer-run Pet Therapy 
Program is a wonderful comfort to our 
patients, providing them with more of 
a normalizing visit filled with love and 
affection,” Williams said. “These visits 
take place on a less frequent basis. Jude, 
on the other hand, works in the hospital 

with patients Monday through Friday and 
has been trained specifically to assist in 
service dog tasks such as providing a deep 
pressure comfort hold to alleviate anxiety 
or serving as an alternate focus during 
painful procedures.”

 
Facility dogs expertly trained as 
service dogs

Jude came to Wolfson Children’s 
Hospital from the nonprofit organization 
Canine Companions. As part of his two-
year training, Jude underwent rigorous 
medical and temperamental screenings 
and passed several skills exams. Jude was 
matched with Williams during a two-week 
“team training” session at the southeastern 
regional training facility in Orlando. Wil-
liams worked with several dogs during the 
matching process but knew Jude was the 
one very quickly.

“When you’re going through the 
matching process, the staff tells you that 
you won’t pick the dog, the dog will 
pick you,” said Williams. “I worked with 
roughly six dogs throughout the first 
three days, but it was quickly clear that 
Jude was the one, based on the connec-
tion we had when working through ‘cues’ 
together.”

While dogs from Canine Compan-
ions are expertly trained to work with a 
professional handler such as a child life 
specialist in a health care setting or to help 
an individual with a physical disability 
perform basic tasks at home, they are not 
specifically designated to work in any 
particular location. As a result, Jude had 
never been in a hospital until after gradua-
tion when he started at Wolfson Children’s 

this past August.
Jude knows more than 40 commands, 

which help him assist patients in a variety 
of ways. Whether he is rolling a ball back 
and forth with a patient to improve motor 
function, motivating a patient to walk 
around the unit or just helping patients 
ground themselves by focusing on the feel 
of his fur, Jude brings positivity and hope 
to the hallways wherever he goes. He can 
accompany patients to certain bedside pro-
cedures, such as IV placements, and Jude 
is even trained to take “medicine” from a 
syringe in his mouth during a medical play 
session to help make syringes less scary 
for patients.

“Honestly, he does all the work, and I 
just get to watch him interact with patients 
and give them the love and support they 
need during procedures,” said Williams. 
“It has been amazing to see the difference 
that he makes in patients’ lives. They truly 
light up when he walks into the room.”

After Jude works with patients, Wil-
liams can provide a variety of mementos 

to commemorate their time together. 
Patients receive a coloring page of Jude, 
designed by Art with a Heart in Health-
care, a non-profit organization dedi-
cated exclusively to arts and healing that 
includes artists working with Wolfson 
Children’s Hospital patients. With Wil-
liams’ help, Jude also “writes” thank you 
notes to patients he has assisted, sending 
a message of love and gratitude directly 
from their newest furry friend.

When he finishes his daily shift, Jude 
heads home with Williams, with whom he 
lives full-time. Williams is responsible for 
all of Jude’s personal care, including daily 
grooming and exercise, veterinarian visits 
and regular check-ins with the Canine 
Companions team. Being his handler is 
a lot of work, but she loves every second 
of it.

“Becoming a facility dog handler and 
building the Wolfie’s Woofpack Program 
has been a dream of mine for a while,” 
said Williams, who first encountered 
facility dogs during her practicum, which 
provides future child life specialists with 
hands-on experience through observa-
tion and supervised participation. “These 
dogs play such a vital role in the healing 
process and make such a significant im-
pact on patients. Facility dogs can turn a 
sometimes-scary place into a safe place.”

The emergency care center renovations 
have been a comprehensive undertak-
ing, aimed at modernizing the facility 
and expanding its capabilities to meet the 
growing needs of the community.

The project involved upgrading the 
infrastructure, enhancing patient flow and 
incorporating the latest medical technolo-
gies.

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Baptist Health has reaffirmed its posi-
tion as a regional leader in innovative 
cardiac treatments by participating in a 
new clinical study to measure the impact 
of using AI-powered mapping technol-
ogy during procedures to treat patients 
with persistent atrial fibrillation (Afib). 

Matthew McKillop MD, cardiac 
electrophysiologist and medical director 
of Baptist Health’s electrophysiology 
program, recently became the first phy-
sician in North Florida and the fourth in 
the world to perform a cardiac ablation 
procedure using the STAR Apollo Map-
ping System.

The study focuses on patients who 
continue to experience Afib despite 
already having undergone an ablation, 
which involves scarring heart tissue to 
block the electrical signals causing the 
heart to beat irregularly.

During the recent procedure, McK-
illop used the AI-powered mapping sys-
tem to help pinpoint the areas causing 
the patient’s atrial fibrillation. Computer 
algorithms summarized thousands of 
data points to identify areas that were 
potential drivers for Afib so they could 
be targeted for treatment.

The hope is that this mapping tech-
nology will bring an increased level of 
precision to ablation procedures, allow-

ing for more discrete, high-value areas 
to be targeted and treated using a limited 
amount of ablation.

The procedure was performed at the 
new Heart Rhythm Center at Baptist 
Medical Center Jacksonville.

“We’re excited to be the first in North 
Florida to trial the use of this cutting-
edge technology in the treatment of per-
sistent atrial fibrillation,” said McKillop. 
“Our participation in clinical studies 
like this allow us to bring innovative 
treatment options to those in our com-
munity.”

McKillop is collaborating with four 
other U.S. centers on this physician-led 
study of the mapping system, which is 
being sponsored by Dhanunjaya “DJ” 
Lakkireddy MD from the Kansas City 
Heart Rhythm Institute at HCA Midwest 
Health.

Afib is the most common form of 
heart rhythm disorder, with experts 
estimating that around 12.1 million 
adults in the U.S. will have the condi-
tion by 2030. It occurs when the upper 
and lower chambers of the heart are not 
coordinated, causing the heart to beat 
too slowly, too quickly or irregularly. 
The disorder increases one’s risk of hav-
ing blood clots, strokes, heart failure and 
other heart-related complications.

The airport is not the only thing that 

proves THE PLAYERS is a true world-
wide event, but the tournament also 
has 15 different T.V. partners that will 
broadcast the event.

“Last year, there were 51 million 
hours of our broadcast consumed 
worldwide, so that’s a pretty darn nice 
commercial for Northeast Florida, St.

Some of the new things surrounding 
this year’s tournament itself, will in-
clude the look of a couple of mounds to 
the right of the 18th green, which were 
lowered roughly 15 feet and a mound 
to the right of the 12th and 13th greens 
was lowered about eight feet. 

“For those of you who know the 

grounds forward and back, will notice 
that we did a lot of earth moving in the 
offseason,” Smith said. “We used that 
dirt to fill in a couple of the holding 
ponds in and around the clubhouse to 
create a little bit more landing space in 
what we call ‘Sawgrass Square.’” 

Smith was especially excited about 
the lowering of the mound near No. 
18 and is anxious to see the increased 
sightlines it will give to fans and the 
look it will create on television.

“One of the things we noticed over 
time was that when featured groups or 
pairings come up 18, there just wasn’t 
a lot of room between the mounding on 
the right, the cart path, and the green,” 
Smith said. “You could gather maybe 
three or four people deep around the 
green, but it just wasn’t the perspective 
we wanted, and it wasn’t celebrated 
enough as the last hole of THE PLAY-
ERS Championship.”

The revision of the mound added 
about 14 feet of space from the rope 
running along the hole to the cart path, 
which in turn will provide more space 
for fans to get a good glimpse of the 
final group walking up the fairway and 
the tournament-clinching shots.

Vari-
ous attorneys tend to be involved in real 
estate transactions. One will represent 
the buyer and another the seller. A law-
yer may represent the mortgage lender 
if financing is involved. Another could 
potentially represent the title company.

Cost of real estate representation
Certain real estate attorneys will 

charge a flat fee that encompasses a 
specific series of jobs, including the 
preparation of closing documents. Oth-
ers may charge an hourly rate, particu-
larly if the issue is more complex and 
involves litigation.

When individuals are selling or in-
vesting in property, real estate attorneys 
can ensure the process goes smoothly 
and protect their clients if complica-
tions arise.  
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Exhibit to feature photorealist artist

Some artists have a very strong local presence. Others are 
recognized worldwide. But only a select few can boast that 
their work is on the Moon.

Shan Fannin is among them.
Five of Fannin’s paintings are included in The Lunar 

Codex, a collection of works by approximately 35,000 art-
ists, writers, musicians and filmmakers from 231 countries, 
territories and indigenous nations that will be stored in time 
capsules on the lunar surface.

The method of storage is an analog technology branded as 
NanoFiche. The images should last hundreds of thousands 
of years, possibly to be found and enjoyed by future space 
travelers.

Fannin’s pieces will be included in all of the lunar “gal-
leries,” including Codex Nova, launched Thursday, Feb. 15, 
aboard a SpaceX Falcon 9 and scheduled to land this week. 
But that will be one “opening” she won’t be able to attend.

“I’m never going to see it, but it’s kind of neat!” she said.
Currently, her work is in 10 Earthly galleries, including 

five paintings in The Kessler Collection. In fact, there is one 
opening she most definitely will be able to attend, on March 
1 at entrepreneur Richard C. Kessler’s Grand Bohemian Gal-
lery in St. Augustine. Fannin will be at the gallery to meet 
the public there during the monthly First Friday Art Walk.

Fannin is one of nine “Next Originals” selected by Kessler 
from a pool of 1,800 applicants to display her work in New 
York City’s Times Square and at several Grand Bohemian 
Galleries.

Such success often arrives only after many decades of 
honing one’s work. But Fannin’s path was very different. 
Though she demonstrated talent early in life and even did 
some painting many years ago, it wasn’t until her son was 
grown and off to college that she turned her attention to 
painting as a profession.

Not a photo
Fannin, who lives in Austin, Texas, is a photorealist 

painter specializing in depictions of all types of vehicles: 
cars, trucks, motorcycles, airplanes and boats. Her skill is 
such that the result, unless studied closely, may be mistaken 
for a photograph.

But Fannin isn’t attempting to precisely replicate what the 
camera records. Each painting represents her own personal 
take on the subject and varies from the original in subtle 
ways. In fact, despite the seeming precision of her work, she 
doesn’t rely solely on fine brushes to create it.

“I paint with my fingers, my palms and brushes,” she said. 
“I don’t just paint with brushes. I get really messy.”

And she doesn’t want that motorcycle to look exactly like 
her reference material.

“I want to have a little twist on it,” she said. “I will skew 
the color a little bit. I’ll add reflections. I’ll take something 
away.”

She considers her work about 90% realistic and 10% ab-
stract, a style she came to appreciate after taking an art class 
as a mature adult.

“I really enjoy abstract art,” she said. “Before I got into 
this, I actually did not go to the abstract areas of museums. I 
know people who just rave about Picasso, but that wasn’t my 

thing.”
She came to appreciate the abstract qualities inherent in 

the human form while taking a drawing class, something 
which translated into her depiction of mechanical vehicles.

“When I got into cars, I saw the correlation with painting a 
beautiful woman … when you’re painting a Ferrari, that’s a 
beautiful woman,” she said.

She exclusively uses acrylic paint, having discovered early 
on that the fumes from oils gave her migraines, and works 
from photos that either she or her husband has taken while 
visiting a car show, air show or similar event.

For the “messy” portions, she coats her hands with a 
product called Liquid Glove to keep the paint from working 
into the skin.

“There are a lot of artists that paint with gloves, but I’m 

very tactile,” she said. “I want to feel the paint.”
Asked how she achieves the realistic effects, she laughed 

and attributed it in part to “a lot of caffeine and cursing.”

A career discovered
Fannin launched her career as a professional artist in 2015, 

just months after completing her first painting of a vehicle, 
an orange GMC truck. Today, that painting, which she says 
she hates, hangs in her dining room to “remind you where 
you started,” as her husband told her.

But the roots of Fannin’s art go back to the fifth grade, 
when she was doing an insect study for a science fair.

“I drew a grasshopper,” she said. “My teacher said, ‘Wow, 
you have talent for art.’”

But Fannin wasn’t convinced.
“I thought: Whatever,” she admitted with a laugh.
She took an art class in high school, and that teacher also 

told her she had talent.
“I thought: He’s just saying that,” she said.
But the teacher submitted her work to a community col-

lege, and she received a $1,000 scholarship.
“It was a big deal, because someone actually believed in 

me,” she said.
And though she went on to paint some murals and teach 

art to homeschooled children, life took her in other direc-
tions. She married her high school sweetheart, homeschooled 
their son and worked as a marketing director at a large 
corporation.

She didn’t pursue art professionally until she was in her 
mid-40s.

“I really believe we all have a talent, and a lot of us don’t 
find that talent until later in life,” she said. “I try to encour-
age others: If there’s something you really want to do, do it.

Stop putting it off. My mom passed away 
at 52 years old, and she was always saying, 
‘One day, one day, one day.’ Do it now.”

Life at the canvas
It takes Fannin about two to three weeks 

to complete a painting, and she does 
between 25 and 30 a year, often working 
on several at the same time. She has seven 
new paintings ready for the Grand Bohe-
mian show in St. Augustine, and 11 more in 
progress.

In painting vehicles, she is careful to paint 
what she sees, even if that isn’t what people 
expect.

“I don’t use black in my painting at all,” 
she said. “I’ll use either darker gray or I’ll 
mix blue and brown together to make a dark 
color. And I don’t put bright white on the 
painting until the very, very end. … Like 
when I’m painting a tire, people are like, 
‘Well, tires are black.’ No, they’re really 
like brown and green and purple. In the dark 
areas, I use what they call Payne’s gray, or 
I’ll use a blue, an ultramarine blue, and a 
brown.”

Fannin said she feels like a visual histo-
rian, recording these vehicles as they are 
today. And she does not feel threatened by 
the rise of artificial intelligence.

“I feel that people will always want a 
human to create something beautiful,” she 

said. “Whether it’s an article, a book, a pho-
tograph, a painting, whatever. If I lose my 
job one day because of AI, so be it. But I’m 
going to keep doing what I do.”

And she has no plans to ever retire.
“If you find a thing that makes you 

happy, it doesn’t matter if you’re working 
or whatever, you need to do that for the rest 
of your life. That’s what I’m hoping to do. 
So, if I’m 99 years old, I’ll still be painting 
motorcycles and cars and stuff.”

Fiber artist featured at gallery
Fiber artist Amy Dove is Butterfield 

Garage’s latest featured artist. At the 
March 1 opening, her riot of three-dimen-
sional sunflowers will welcome spring 
and dazzle gallery visitors. Dove uses 
natural fibers to create layers of highly 
textured, colorful and three-dimensional 
blooms, massaging, kneading, rolling and 
sculpting the fibers into fanciful felt fleurs 
du soliel. She will be at the gallery from 
5 to 9 p.m. to discuss her process and 
inspirations.

“Sunflowers — radiant, timeless, cheer-
ful — demand attention!” said Dove. “I 

see them as little star blossoms full of 
vitality resembling our Sun. In this series, 
I have created vibrant blossoms both 
delighting the eye, and with their energy, 
drawing the viewer in for a deeper look.”  

Soon after moving to Florida a dozen 
years ago, Dove was introduced to felt-
making. She was instantly captivated by 
wet felt-making and the various textures 
and blends she can create through the 
process. She combines different materials 
— mostly hand-dyed — to create layers 
of new textural expressions all while em-
bracing the visceral nature of the fibers.  

“From the very beginning of my 
felt-making experience, the process of 
transforming wisps of wool and silk into 
felted cloth with a little soapy water and 
agitation has struck me as magical,” she 
said. “It’s that magical process, with its 
playful nature and subtle shifts, that leads 
to experimentation. My designs come 
from many hours of saying, ‘What hap-
pens if ...’”

Dove is still intrigued by this art form 
that allows for the greatest exploration of 
surface design within a single medium.

Dove was born in West Chester, Penn-

sylvania, into a family of art lovers. She 
earned a bachelor’s degree from Phila-
delphia College of Textiles and Science 
in 1984. After graduating, she worked as 
a Jacquard Wovens designer for many 
years.

She has been an active member of the 
Butterfield Garage Art Gallery as well as 
the St. Augustine Art Association since 
2013, having won many awards for her 
felt works, most recently awarded “Best 
of Show.”
