The Ponte Vedra High Sharks baseball 
team hung on late for a victory over the 
rival Nease Panthers, 4-3, on March 20 
following a furious start by the Sharks 
and a comeback bid for the Panthers.

That total reached 1,000 during a gradu-
ation ceremony held on March 21 at the 
organization’s headquarters in Ponte Vedra 
Beach.

The class consisted of 14 graduates, 10 
from Florida and four from Texas.

“Since the inception of our Texas opera-
tion in 2019, 69 of our 1,000 successful 
pairings have been completed in San Anto-
nio,” Interim CEO and board chair Daniel 
Bean said.

As is the case with so many graduation 
ceremonies that have been held since K9s 
For Warriors’ inception by Shari Duval in 
2011, the organization does not just pride 
itself in saving veterans but also in saving 
the dogs that go through the program as 
well.

Bean also thanked the rows of people 
that filed in to mark the memorable mile-
stone and celebrate the years of dedication 

and work that it took to get the point of 
reaching 1,000 veteran and dog pairings 
over the years.

“We want to thank all the volunteers and 
donors who over the past 13 years have 
helped foster the puppies, cook the meals 

and serve as ambassadors and those who 
donate the funds to help make all this pos-
sible,” Bean said. “Without any of those 
people doing what they do, this moment

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The St. Johns County Parks and Recre-
ation Department is launching “Enjoy, Don’t 
Destroy,” an anti-vandalism campaign aimed 
at preserving the cleanliness and beauty of 
the county’s public resources and conserving 
county funds.

In the 2023 fiscal year, there were 191 report-
ed work orders to repair vandalism at St. Johns 
County parks, totaling $63,403. In the 2024 
fiscal year, there have so far been 46 reported 
work orders, already totaling $10,949. More 
than 30 police reports had to be filed for the 
2023 vandalism incidents. At nearly $75,000 
in under two years, vandalism has become a 
costly issue for the county, and one that takes 
time away from law enforcement.

Enjoy, Don’t Destroy will take aim at vandal-
ism, encouraging park visitors to take pride in 
where they play and help Parks and Recreation 
staff focus on bringing them improvements and 
new amenities.

“St. Johns County residents visit our parks 
for a positive experience, and they expect high-
quality facilities,” Parks and Recreation Direc-
tor Ryan Kane said. “Nothing detracts more 
from the positive experience than to arrive 
at a site and find vandalism and destruction. 
Parkgoers should be able to expect great times 
in the parks, and they can assist SJC Parks and 
Recreation by reporting any damages to the 
department and any incidents they witness to 
the St. Johns County Sheriff’s Office. We all 
deserve to have a great park system. Please, do 
your part and enjoy, don’t destroy.”

Enjoy, Don’t Destroy will include videos 
filmed at various county parks, featuring 
residents who appreciate them and want to see 
them preserved for others to enjoy. They will 
encourage parkgoers of all ages to cherish these 
places themselves and will teach them what to 
do if they see that others haven’t: Use our new 
SJC Connect app to report vandalism and use 
the non-emergency number for the St. Johns 
County Sheriff’s Office (904-824-8304) to 
report people caught in the act of vandalism.

“The St. Johns County Sheriff’s Office is 
committed to partnering with Parks and Recre-
ation staff on this campaign to deter vandalism 
at our county parks,” St. Johns County Sheriff 
Rob Hardwick said. “I encourage our citizens 
to report acts of vandalism and help us preserve 

the park experience for our families and future 
generations.”

Enjoy Don’t Destroy will officially launch 
with a public kickoff event at Julington Creek 
Plantation Park, located at 3060 Racetrack 
Road, St. Johns, at 10 a.m. Friday, April 5. 
Kane, Hardwick and District 1 Commissioner 
Christian Whitehurst will give remarks. The 
campaign will continue over the following 
months with the Parks ambassador video series 
featured across the county’s social media 
platforms.

On March 20, the St. Johns County 
Board of County Commissioners 
unanimously approved St. Johns Utility 
District starting the acquisition process 
of North Beach Utilities, Inc. for water 
and wastewater services to approximate-
ly 1,400 customers in the Vilano Beach 
area. 

A public hearing will be held on May 
7, as required by Florida statues, to 
determine the public interest and present 
the negotiated purchase and sale agree-
ment.

Neal Shinkre, utility director, provided 

a presentation to the BOCC and shared 
that SJCUD has acquired seven utilities 
since 2005. 

The acquisition process began in 2022, 
and the proposed acquisition includes an 
immediate $4 million investment into its 
infrastructure. 

This will provide short- and long-term 
benefits to the North Beach Utilities 
community by strengthening the condi-
tion of existing utility infrastructure 
and increasing its level of service to its 
customers.

“We plan to clearly communicate and 

engage with NBU customers each step of 
the way on this journey,” Shinkre said.

Carol Anderson, a North Beach Utili-
ties customer, and president of the North 
Beach Community Alliance, said, “my 
family has lived in North Beach for 10 
years and appreciate the responsiveness 
of North Beach Utilities to the residents. 
But our community has grown signifi-
cantly with commercial development, 
and I can only imagine that puts a strain 
on the small utility. We are very support-
ive of the county acquiring North Beach 
Utilities so that residents and visitors 

have the strong support of the SJC Utili-
ties Department.”  

In March, the St. Johns Utility District 
will complete assessments, purchase 
and sale agreement, and a public interest 
report and resolution to approve the PSA. 

From May to July, the district will con-
duct due diligence, including the phase 
one environmental survey and budgeting. 
This includes a public hearing on May 7. 

The acquisition and closing documents 
are planned to be finalized with contin-
ued customer outreach and education in 
August.

Members of the Armenian delegation 
included: Raisa Aghabekyan, programs 
manager for Impact Hub Armenia Social 
Innovation Development Foundation; 
Susanna Matinyan, president of Youth 
Avangard; Tatevik Martirosyan, lecturer 
at Alaverdi State College and Armenian 
Representative of the Europe Goes Local 
mentoring program; Karine Davtyan, 
attorney and president, Women’s Rights 
House; Anahit Badalyan, former TV jour-
nalist and founder of the Berd Women’s 
Resource Center Foundation; and delega-
tion facilitator Anahit Khachatryan, public 
engagement specialist at the U.S. Embassy 
in Armenia.

During the delegation’s visit, the group 
met with Jacksonville Mayor Donna 
Deegan, St. Augustine Mayor Nancy 
Sikes-Kline, Jacksonville Beach Mayor 
Christine Hoffman and Neptune Beach 
Mayor Elaine Brown.

Delegates also attended city council and 
county commission meetings, met with 
women business and nonprofit leaders 
and enjoyed outings to THE PLAYERS 
Championship, the beach, the Guana 
Tolomato Matanzas National Estuarine 
Research Reserve and a tour of Dutton 
Island Preserve by former Atlantic Beach 
Mayor Ellen Glasser.

“I think we learned as much about 
Armenia through the delegates’ com-
ments and questions as they learned from 
us,” Logue said. “For example, when the 
group met on Election Day with St. Johns 
County Supervisor of Elections Vicky 
Oakes, she predicted that the turnout for 

the primary would be around 15 percent. 
The Armenian women asked if we would 
have to redo the election, saying that in 
their country if the voter turnout falls 
below a certain percentage, the results 
don’t count.”

The U.S. Congress founded the Open 
World program after the fall of the Soviet 
Union to bring future leaders of former 
Soviet republics to the United States to 
learn about America's democratic institu-
tions. 

Since then, more than 30,000 current 
and future leaders from post-Soviet era 
countries have participated in the program.

“The Armenian women were so pas-
sionate about learning from our local 
women leaders,” Logue said. “They all 
agreed that they were looking forward to 
taking those leadership lessons back to 
Armenia to improve their communities 
and their country.”

Heart disease is the leading cause of 
death for both men and women in the 
United States. Unfortunately, many 

patients aren’t aware when they or a 
loved one are having a heart emergency. 
Don’t ignore the signs of a cardiac event 
— even the subtle ones. Learn when to 
take quick action to visit the hospital or 
dial 911. 

Subtle Symptoms of Heart Issues
Chest pressure, which may or may 

not spread to the neck or left arm, is the 
most classic symptom of coronary artery 
disease. However, many patients don’t 
realize that symptoms like nausea, sweat-
ing, indigestion, heartburn and lighthead-
edness can be some of the first signs of a 
heart attack, particularly when worsened 
by physical exertion. 

While many of these symptoms are 
common and may represent non-cardiac 
diseases such as heartburn or reflux, it 
is important to take note when you have

new, different sensations that you are not 
used to experiencing. If you or a loved 
one begins to experience such symptoms, 
don’t ignore them. Schedule an appoint-
ment with your doctor or cardiologist to 
get checked out. 

When to Call 911: Signs of a Heart 
Emergency

If the above symptoms are severe or 
persist at rest, consider visiting an emer-
gency department. In the case of any dis-
tress, such as severe respiratory difficulty 
or severe lightheadedness, call 911. 

Other important symptoms of a cardiac 
emergency may include sudden vision 
loss, mental confusion, difficulty walk-

ing and balancing or a severe headache. 
Shortness of breath, nausea, cold sweats, 
lightheadedness and an uncomfortable 
sense of danger may also be present. 

When it comes to heart attack (or myo-
cardial infarction) and stroke, you must 
seek immediate medical attention. These 
conditions can be reversed or limited in 
severity by prompt treatment. In both 
cases, there is impairment to the heart or 
brain. Restoring blood flow can prevent 
brain damage and lead to a vastly better 
outcome, but this needs to be done as soon 
as possible.

When to Go to the Hospital for an 
Extended Atrial Fibrillation Episode

Atrial fibrillation, also known as AFib, 
is a heart rhythm condition that affects 
millions of Americans. The condition 
itself may or may not produce significant 

symptoms. When symptoms do occur, 
they may include an irregular heartbeat or 
palpitations, lightheadedness or dizziness, 
fatigue, chest discomfort and even a sud-
den inability to exercise.

If you know you have AFib and experi-
ence an episode, in many cases, you do 
not need to go to the hospital. Ensure you 
have taken your medications, following 
all instructions from your doctor. Then sit 
down, rest and wait 12 or more hours for 
your symptoms to settle. Because heart 
rate rises sharply with exertion, resting 
may keep the heart rate lower and lessen 
the severity of symptoms. However, if you 
still do not feel better, call your doctor, 
who may want to adjust your medications. 
If your symptoms persist for more than 24 
hours, you are in distress (severely short of 
breath, significantly lightheaded, sweaty, 
etc.), and you cannot reach your doctor, it 

is reasonable to visit the hospital.

Take Control of Your Heart Health
When it comes to your heart health, 

prevention is key. Some heart conditions, 
like atrial fibrillation, may not cause any 
symptoms at all. That’s why maintaining 
annual check-ups is important to catch 
heart disease before it progresses. Re-
member, never ignore the symptoms of a 
heart issue. When in doubt, it’s best to be 
cautious and visit the hospital or call 911. 
Doing so could save your life.

New technology for high blood pressure treatment

pediatric cancer research projects at some 
of the leading immunotherapy and cancer 
genomics research labs in the country, in-
cluding Duke University, Texas Children’s 
Cancer Center/Baylor College of Medi-
cine, Children’s Hospital of Philadelphia 
(CHOP) and Dana-Farber Cancer Insti-
tute/Harvard Medical School. In four short 
years, the foundation has funded $575,000 

in grants to support groundbreaking pedi-
atric cancer research projects.

These grants are predominantly funded 
by KATE Signature events: KATE KUP 
Triples Tennis Tournament, KATE 
KLASSIC Golf Tournament and KATE 
KOMBO, which is a simultaneous golf 
and pickleball tournament. Additional 
foundation programs include KATE’S 

KINDNESS PROJECT, which provides 
immediate direct support to local chil-
dren hospitalized with cancer, and KATE 
KLUB, a school-based program where 
children can get involved with fundraising 
events and activities.

In its short tenure, Kate Amato Foun-
dation has gained a lot of community 
support and is receiving corporate support 
from their friends at Trailer Bridge who 
are hosting their own fundraising event 
to benefit the foundation, Rally for Kate, 
a charity golf tournament happening 
on April 5 at Ponte Vedra Inn & Club’s 
Ocean Course.

The Kate Amato Foundation has ex-
pressed gratitude to the sponsors whose 
generous support and commitment has 
helped make the KATE KUP Triple Tennis 
Tournament a success.

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Insects, vectors explored with grand opening of museum

The mosquito has had a place in the history of the 
state of Florida since the beginning and now there is a 
museum where that history is on display as well as the 
research that is taking place moving forward.

The Anastasia Mosquito Control District held the 
grand opening of its vector education center and science 
museum on March 26.

The museum is located at 120 EOC Drive in St. Au-
gustine and the city’s mayor Nancy Sikes-Kline was also 
on hand to welcome the center to the community.

According to Anastasia Mosquito Control District 
commissioner Trish Becker, the idea for the museum 
has been in the process of becoming a reality since 2018 
and it had been planned to already be in place but was 
pushed back for a while due to the Covid-19 pandemic.

“It’s been a process and has been a big part of our 
five-year plan,” Becker said. “We really wanted this to 
be a place where it doesn’t matter what age you are, you 
can come here and learn something, and it has gone way 
beyond what we even imagined.”

Although mosquitos are a primary focus and steal the 
show in a sense, they are not the only insects explored 
throughout the museum’s tour.

“We start talking about other bugs and vectors, espe-
cially the bad ones because they are becoming more and 
more invasive, and the first step in protection and know-
ing what to do to protect yourself,” Becker said. “That’s 
why it’s so important to educate.”

Part of the education has already begun, as they are 
now open to the public, but the education center has 
already begun offering itself as a location for field trips 

of local schools.
“We’ve already had a lot of schools,” Becker said. “I 

was here three times last week and it was homeschool 
week so they were all coming. The kids don’t want to 
leave, which I think is great, because we already do 
about 150 school visits a year, and it’s all about showing 
that science can be cool.”

One of the unique aspects that the education center 
can offer that going to a school cannot is that there are a 
couple of glass rooms where museumgoers can watch as 

scientists work with different breeds of mosquitos.
It is the interactive displays and real-life scenarios that 

Becker believes makes the museum so unique from other 
facilities out there.

The education center and museum is open Wednesdays 
through Saturdays from 10 a.m. to 6 p.m. and Sundays 
from 11 a.m. to 5 p.m. Admission will be free until the 
official opening on July 10.

would not be possible.”

Brett was the reason behind Shari’s vi-
sion after he came home with PTSD after 
serving as a civilian K9 police bomb dog 
handler in Iraq and she realized how he 
was only his true self when he was around 
his dog.

From there, the discovery and knowl-
edge of the strength and important role the 
bond between a dog and their handler can 
have has become the basis of everything 
K9s For Warriors is built upon.

“I still remember the conversation I had 

with Shari in the lobby of my law firm, 
when she told me what she planned to do 
with service dogs and veterans and she 
then also told me that I was going to vol-
unteer,” Bean chuckled. “I know Shari’s 
spirit is with us today and that she would 
be extremely proud of what has been 
achieved. Today, marks the fulfillment of 
Shari’s vision.”

The need for the organization’s mission 
remains as according to Bean, an estimated 
20 veterans a day commit suicide and K9s 
For Warriors continues to strive to make 

that number zero one day.
“But tomorrow will come and it will 

present a new challenge for all of us,” 
Bean said. “We have perfected the process 
of bonding a human and a service dog, and 
it is a process that we have proven over 
and over that saves lives, lots of them. 
While saving the next 1,000 lives is impor-
tant, our vision is much bolder, as we are 
focused on saving all the lives of veterans 
suffering from trauma caused by their 
service defending you and me. We will not 
stop until that mission has been achieved.”

The cut-a-thon and walk are not the first 
times Zinke has sought to get involved in the 
community, as the studio also held a Braids 
for Breast Cancer event in October, and it is 
not the last time according to Robertson.

William Bartram is considered the first 
American-born naturalist. He initially 
visited British East Florida in 1765 on 
an expedition organized by his father. 
Bartram became fascinated with the flora 
and fauna he observed along the St. Johns 
River and returned to East Florida in 
the spring of 1774 to record the region’s 
plants, animals and indigenous people. 

Bartram’s account of his adventures, 
“Bartram’s Travels,” is considered one 
of the most important scientific books of 
the time and is still in print today with 
descriptions of Florida’s vast biodiversity 
with scientific observations and illustra-
tions of hundreds of plants and animals. 
The book mentions acres of citrus on 

plantations in Fruit Cove and Switzer-
land, which is assumed to be located near 
the present-day Alpine Groves Park in St. 
Johns County.

Panthers, Sharks finding offense early in softball season

It has been roughly 10 games into the 
softball season and Nease and Ponte 
Vedra high schools both have winning re-
cords but also continue to search for that 
consistency that will be needed to make 
and do damage in the playoffs.

The Panthers are 5-4 and are fresh off 
a 8-1 win over county rival Bartram Trail 
on March 21.

So far this season, if the Panthers of-
fense is on they can not just win, but do 
so handily, but they have also experienced 
their share of games where the bats have 
not quite shown up.

In the five Panthers’ victories this sea-
son, they have scored an average of 10.4 
runs but in their four losses they have 
only mustered 2.2 runs in those contests. 
And those contests have come against 
strong opponents such as Mandarin (8-3) 
and Paxon (6-4).

When it comes to producing runs, 
senior Taylor Burton has been a key con-
tributor for the Panthers, as she leads the 
team with 10 RBIs on the season, includ-
ing seven doubles and one home run.

of those coming as a result of the long 
ball.

If the Panthers can maintain that of-
fensive prowess but make it a little more 
consistent they will be a dangerous team 
in the second half of the schedule.

Down the road, the Sharks have also 

made some noise with their bats this 
year, having scored double digits in three 
games so far but have also had the pitch-
ing to back it up with a pair of shutouts.

One of the pitching bright spots for the 
Sharks is sophomore Aoife Weaver, who 
has a record of 3-2 on the season with 

a 3.32 earned run average, including a 
complete game shutout.

She has proved time and time again this 
season that she has a lot of versatility as a 
player, as she also leads the squad with 16 
hits and 14 RBIs and has a batting aver-
age of .412 to go with four stolen bases.

Junior Alaina Daughtry has combined 
with Weaver to create quite the hitting 
combo, as she sits second on the team in 
the majority of hitting stats with 10 hits, 
13 RBIs and an average of .312 at the 
plate.

The Sharks have only played five of 
their first 13 games at home to start the 
season, so they are looking for some more 
home cooking, as they will have six of 
their last 11 in front of the home fans.
